CONTEST RULES

1. THEME: Using an alternative mode of transportation (riding a bike, walking, taking the Light Rail, carpooling, riding the bus,
etc). Drawings must focus on a positive aspect of air quality (i.e. not the pollution itself but the actions needed to reduce air
pollution). All artwork must be original artwork. Copying materials from existing artwork will not be accepted.

2. FORMAT: Drawings must be done on 8.5 x 11 paper. The student’s name, his/her current grade and the school hame must be
clearly written in the back of the page.

3. ELIGIBLE PARTICIPANTS: The contest is open to all students from kindergarten through sixth grades, from both public and
private schools in Maricopa County. Each student can only submit one entry per contest.

4. SELECTION OF SEMI-FINALISTS: Each school will conduct its own internal contest to select no more than ten (10) semi-
finalist drawings that will become the property of the Maricopa County Air Quality Department. Only ONE (1) semi-finalist
drawing per student will be accepted.

5. TURNING IN SEMI-FINALIST DRAWINGS: Each teacher’s semi-finalist drawings should be accompanied by the
completed “LOG SHEET FOR SEMI-FINALISTS.” Both drawings and log sheets should be delivered to the Maricopa
County Air Quality Department located at 1001 N. Central Avenue, Suite 500, Phoenix, Arizona, 85004. The contact phone at
MCAQD is: (602) 506-6751. The deadline to submit all artwork is Monday, November 2, 2009, no later than 4:00 p.m.
Late submittals will not be accepted.

6. SELECTION OF WINNERS: A group of judges at Maricopa County will select the winners among the semi-finalists
submitted. Winners will be chosen by the close of business on Friday, November 13, 2009.
